 Did you know that Halloween has its origins in the Celtic Festival called Samhain.  The festival 
marked the end of Summer and the beginning of the Celtic New Year.  It was the time to take stock of 
their supplies and to slaughter the weakest livestock.   The Gaels believed that on 31 October, the 
boundary that separated the living and the dead was at its weakest, allowing the dead to crossover.   
They wore masks and costumes in order to fool the dead.  Stop by the store Saturday night, 25 October 
to learn about the bon fire, bobbing for apples and more.

   Legend is that an Irishman named Jack, tricked the Devil on several occasions.  The Devil did 
not like this and forced Jack to roam the earth with nowhere to go and with only a turnip and an ember 
from Hell.
